RE: American Rescue Plan Act Grants Addendum
DATE: June 8, 2022

This memo is an update to the one provided in the June 2022 Council materials. 

Response to the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) Artist grant necessitated the recruitment of ad-
ditional panelists via a call for volunteers through MAC’s email database. This public call allowed 
us to broaden our field of panelists and bring new voices into the review process. Each panelist 
was required to attend an orientation session with MAC staff Staff sorted the applications into 
8 artistic discipline-based panels and assigned panelists according to their expertise. A list of all 
panelists is below, with an asterisk to indicate first-time panelists.

Artists grant anelists evaluated applications according to three criteria: 1) artistic excellence, 2) 
artistic merit, and 3) project feasibility. In response to NEA guidance and the particular impacts 
felt by performing artists, MAC also asked panelists to identify whether applications met priority 
areas. These priority areas included the following: rural artist or audience (outside the 7 metro 
areas), performing artist, veteran artist or audience, disabled artist or disabled audience, Native 
American artist or audience, new audience outreach, and art learning. 85 applicants are recom-
mended for funding, for a total of $737,602. 
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The demonstrated need for ARPA funding to artists prompted a change in thinking about the 
funding levels for organizations with ARPA funds.  Organizations with operating budgets between 
$30,000 and $500,000 and rural organizations were prioritized for this grant. Applications were 
internally evaluated according to the criteria and priorities, and 4 organizations are recommend-
ed for funding, totaling $20,000. MAC received $750,000 in ARPA funds and has fully committed 
those dollars, and will add $7,602 of other funding toward this program.
